Early Childhood Development Committee (ECD)

ECD receives funds from the United Way of the Lower Mainland’s Success by 6 and Ministry of Children and Family Development Children First Initiative. It is working with its second 5 year plan.

Vision:
-Envisions a community with healthy, educated, safe, happy children;

-Promotes early childhood development while promoting a “Children First” attitude.

Mission:
The New Westminster ECD Committee is a community-driven initiative that fosters public awareness of the strengths, needs, and gifts of young children 0 – 6 years and their families, and that builds capacity within communities to promote their health and well-being.

Middle Childhood Development Committee (MCD)
MCD receives funding from the United Way’s Middle Childhood Matters. It is coming to the end of its first 5 year plan.
Mission Statement:

The New Westminster Childhood Development Committee exists to strengthen the capacity of the New Westminster community to collaboratively provide opportunities and supports for middle childhood children (ages 6-12) and their families that support social-emotional competence, connectedness to parents, peers, school and the community.

Request:

To develop a vision for the new Kids New West Committee that encompasses children aged 0-12.  This process will unite the work of the previous Early Childhood and Middle Childhood Development Committees.  It will be used to establish a framework for strategic plans over the next several years.

The successful candidate will:

· Be experienced in visioning processes

· Facilitate a 3 hour workshop 

· Create a report based on the work from the process
· Be external to the KNW committee

· Guiding principles for working together as one committee,

· A vision statement,

· Direction on how to fit funding to our vision, and

· Initial goals for the first year of the committee.

· Create a budget for the work, inclusive of gst and consultant’s expenses

· An overview of the candidate’s experience (one or two paragraphs) along with two references that include contact information

· An up to date company profile or curricula vitae
